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Randy Mickler Remembered
May 21, 1953 - December 20, 2009

Randy Mickler passed away peacefully December 20,
2009, at home in Chula Vista surrounded by his family.
He was 56. A funeral Mass was held December 23rd,
at St. Gregory the Great Catholic Church in Scripps
Ranch.

Randy attended the University of Florida in Gainesville
and graduated from the University of Central Florida
in 1976. He began his career in broadcasting in 1972
at WJXT-TV in his hometown of Jacksonville, FL.
Beginning as a studio production technician, he moved
on to similar positions at several stations in Orlando
before returning to WJXT as a producer/director in
1976. In 1980, he moved to California and started
producing and directing commercial productions &
promotions for KCST-TV39.

During the '80s, Randy was Executive Producer of
programming and produced and directed many local
programming projects: San Diego Alive, Weekend
Magazine, Padres Pre-season Specials, MDA
Telethons, Holiday Bowl Parades, Third Thursday, San
Diego Headliners, The Himmel Show, SportsWrap,
SportsTalk and San Diego Symphony-The Messiah
among many other station projects.

In the early '90s, he directed the live news/talk show
The Ross/Hedgecock Report, co-produced 4 years of
live coverage of the Miramar Air Show and produced
live coverage of the 1993 San Diego Marathon. In
the mid '90s, Randy began his move into production
and station leadership at KNSD, first as Assistant
Production Manager and then Production Manager,
while still producing and directing special projects. As
re-organization of station leadership continued, Randy
was promoted to the position of Operations Manager.

In 2001, during the station’s move downtown, Randy
was made Director of Operations and Engineering,
managing Operations, Engineering and IT departments.

He retired in June
2009 from NBC 7/39
where he worked
for 29 years.

Randy was a
member of the
National Academy

of Television Arts
& Sciences and was
inducted into the
NATAS-PSW Silver
Circle in 2007. He
was a member of the
NATAS-PSW Board
of Governors and worked on Emmy Award shows in
the ‘80s. Randy received several Emmy Awards for
his work over the course of his career.

He fought a courageous five-year battle with colon
cancer and he will be missed deeply by his family and
colleagues. He is survived by his wife, Jane Clifford,
and his four children.
